Inside you will find the place packed with memora-
bilia and artifacts from days gone by. You will see cloth-
ing, dishes, furniture and tools- as you would expect-
but there are also some unique items such as a child’s
dental chair from the early 1900’s, a beautiful antique
parlor piano, a manually operated
fire hose, a reenactment of an old-
time store and dozens of grinding
stones that have been found in the
area. There are also displays of
barbed wire, guns and ammunition
and pictures of historical buildings-
some of which are still standing
and some that tell the story of a town ravaged by three
